Matthew 5:14–15 (KJV)​

“Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid. Neither do men 

light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto 

all that are in the house.” 

We established from Sunday that our objective is to understand our pathway to our 

place of high destiny. We established that the high place is God’s place for His people. 

The destiny of God’s people is a high destiny—spiritually, socially, and materially. 

God has no place for His people other than the top. The low place is not our place; the 

high place is our place. On Sunday, we looked at four pathways to our high destiny: 

1.​ The pursuit of God 

2.​ The fear of God 

3.​ The voice or direction of God 

4.​ The mercy of God (which was the focus of Sunday’s service) 

Today, we shall look at additional pathways that will lift us effortlessly upward. 
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Vision For The High Place 

You Eventually Become What You Consistently See 

Genesis 13:14–15 (KJV)​

“And the LORD said unto Abram, after that Lot was separated from him, Lift up now 

thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art northward, and southward, and 

eastward, and westward: For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to 

thy seed for ever.” 

Nobody arrives anywhere by accident. People arrive by vision. You eventually find 

yourself where you consistently see yourself. If you see yourself in the pit, even if you are 

not yet there, you will find yourself there. 

If you see yourself at the top, even if you are not yet there, you will eventually be there. If 

you see yourself at the back, even if you are at the front today, you may find yourself 

there later. But if you see yourself at the front, even if you are not there yet, you will 

arrive there. 

Vision Is The Vehicle Of Destiny 
Vision is the vehicle of destiny. You travel in the vehicle of vision to reach the place of 

destiny. What dominates your mind drives your life. The alcoholic is dominated by 

alcoholism and is driven to drink. The criminal is dominated by a criminal mentality 

and is driven to crime. 

That is why Scripture says: 

Proverbs 4:23 (KJV)​

“Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.” 

What dominates your mind determines the direction of your life. 
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Everything that is within your view can be within your reach. If it is within the territory 

of your sight—physically or spiritually—you can reach it. 

Joseph had dreams. 

Genesis 37:5–9 

As those dreams remained in his view, they eventually entered his reach. 

Thinking And Possibility 
Whatever is impossible for the mind cannot become possible for life. Possibility first 

begins in the heart. 

Ephesians 3:20 (KJV)​

“Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or 

think…” 

You cannot think low and fly high. 

Numbers 13:33 (KJV)​

“…and we were in our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in their sight.” 

You cannot carry the mentality of a grasshopper and manifest the flight of an eagle. 

Vision determines elevation. What do you consistently think about? What images 

dominate your mind? 

What flooded my mind were visions of impact, growth, and kingdom expansion. Even 

the pictures of great evangelistic crusades I saw while growing up shaped my vision. 

And it grew within me. 
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Right Company For High Destiny 
 

 

The Power of Association 

Proverbs 13:20 (KJV)​

“He that walketh with wise men shall be wise: but a companion of fools shall be 

destroyed.” 

The right company is crucial for high destiny. Wrong company can pull you down. Right 

company can lift you up. The company of Amnon through Jonadab destroyed him. But 

the company of Daniel, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego elevated them. 

Association is a determination of destination. In life, especially in pursuit of purpose, 

you often find yourself moving at the pace of those you run with. When you are with 

movers, you keep moving—even when strength seems gone. 

When you walk with giants, you take the steps of giants. 
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Walking With Giants 
Peter and John were consistently together. 

Acts 3:1 (KJV)​

“Now Peter and John went up together into the temple at the hour of prayer, being the 

ninth hour.” 

Together, they healed the man at the Beautiful Gate. Their partnership produced visible 

results. 

Later: 

Acts 4:13 (KJV)​

“Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John…” 

Their association shaped their manifestation. Find people who stretch your vision 

upward. There are those who kill vision immediately you share it with them. And there 

are those who ignite your faith to walk on water. 

You must discern your company. 

Association And Destiny Alignment 
Your company can either drag you down or lift you up. You can love everybody, but you 

must not manage every association. Some associations are destiny-shaping; treat them 

with seriousness. 

When God lifts you, do not forget those who laboured with you. There are people whose 

prayers, fasting, and sacrifices contributed to your rising. 
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The Power Of Prayerful Association 
 

 

Daniel 2:16–19 

Daniel did not walk alone. He had companions—Shadrach, Meshach, and 

Abednego—who sought mercy together. They prayed together, laboured together, and 

sought God together. And God revealed the secret to Daniel. 

Later: 

Daniel 2:47 (KJV)​

“The king answered unto Daniel, and said, Of a truth it is, that your God is a God of 

gods, and a Lord of kings, and a revealer of secrets…” 

Daniel was lifted, but he did not forget his companions. He requested that they also be 

promoted. When God lifts you, remember those who laboured with you. Your destiny is 

tied to your vision and your association. 

Lift your eyes. Guard your mind. Choose your company. 

And walk deliberately toward the high place God has ordained for you. 
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There are people that have placed on our allowance today that we laboured together in 

prayer 40 years ago, 86. 

I called one of them this afternoon and asked, “Did you receive your allowance of last 

month?” He said, “I haven’t seen it yet.” I said, “Look for it.” 

It entered on the 25th of last month. We prayed together 40 years ago, 86—talking 

practically. So whenever God raises you, don’t forget those with whom you laboured. 

And secondly, go up with those you have godly relationship with, quality relationship 

with. Be in association with those with whom you can go up. 

Shedrach, Meshach, and Abednego would not have even neared the palace—what we 

would say in Nigeria, they would not have smelled it—except they were connected with 

somebody who went up, and they went up with him. 

Somebody say Amen. 

You are going places. You are going up. May God position people in your life with whom 

you will go up, in Jesus’ Name. 

 

The Warning Against Wrong Association 

There are some levels of people that will keep you on the floor. 

Crab people… they will keep you inside the basket. You cannot go anywhere. Be 

careful. 
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The Acceptance Of Responsibility 
 

 

Doing What Must Be Done 

The acceptance of responsibility means doing what needs to be done without being 

asked. 

“I don’t need anybody to ask me to pick paper from the floor.” 

It means acting instead of reacting. You act on time. You do not wait to react. It is being 

proactive. It also means refusing every excuse why a task must not be done. You do not 

give excuses, and you do not accept them. 

It means holding yourself responsible—refusing to look for who to blame. 

You take ownership.

Biblical Examples Of Responsibility 
Look at the family of Jesse. There were senior brothers in the house, but it was the 

last-born, David, who accepted responsibility of tending his father’s flock. 

They were all at home while the small boy was in the bush. That same boy later met 

Goliath. He did not wait for permission from anybody. He knew something must be 

done, and that giant must come down. 

That is acceptance of responsibility. Holding yourself accountable for what must be 

done. 

Joseph And Responsibility In The Prison 
Nobody paid Joseph salary to make prisoners happy. 

But he took responsibility. 

When the butler and the baker had dreams, he responded. He interpreted. He took 

action. 

That single action lifted him from prison to palace. 

We live in a world where everyone is waiting for who will do the right thing. 

But responsibility is what separates destiny from stagnation. 

A generation where people see wrong and do nothing… where a whole neighbourhood 

loses light and everyone waits for “who will go and complain”… 

That is irresponsibility. 

Even when evil happens, people watch instead of acting. 

Irresponsibility multiplies wickedness. 
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Responsibility Establishes Authority 

The acceptance of responsibility is the establishment of authority. 

It is the way into leadership. 

David accepted responsibility while others were idle. 

God honours responsibility. 

 

STEP OUT TO STAND ABOVE 

Those who step out from the crowd stay above the crowd. 

If you remain among watchers, you remain on the floor. 

But when you step out, you step ahead. 

Those who take initiative eventually end at the top. People may not understand you. 

They may question you. Even family may resist you. But initiative is a seed of leadership. 

To behave like a leader is to become a leader. Behaviour determines becoming. As a man 

thinks in his heart, so is he. 

If you do not wait to be put in charge to take charge, you will eventually end in charge. 

David was not a commander, but he took charge of Goliath. 

Joseph was not head of prison, but he took charge of responsibility within it. Do what 

needs to be done, irrespective of your title. 

That is how leadership mantle is released. 
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Principles Of Responsibility 
1.​ Responsibility establishes authority. 

2.​ Those who step out from the crowd stay above the crowd. 

3.​ Those who take initiative end at the top. 

4.​ Behaviour affects becoming. 

5.​ Do not wait to be put in charge—take charge where necessary. 

Do what needs to be done irrespective of your title.Not waiting for position, but 

responding to purpose. That is how destiny is shaped. You will not just rise—you will be 

established in leadership.  

●​ Somebody is moving to the top. 

●​ Somebody is stepping into authority. 

●​ Somebody is entering destiny fulfilment.
